Photocopies of 
signed transfer are not proof of ownership.  In owners classes, Contract of Sale or Bill of Sale 
will not be accepted.  If stable or farm name is used as owner, copy of AHA Farm/Ranch 
membership card must be enclosed and membership number must be used as owner number. 

(3) Copy of AHA competition membership cards for each Owner-Trainer-Driver- 
Rider-Handler.  AHA Affidavits are no longer available. 

(4)  USEF Membership cards for every Owner-Rider-Trainer-Driver-Handler-Coach.   
USEF Amateur Cards for all riding in amateur Classes. 

(5) USDF Membership Cards and Horse Recording Cards if applicable.   
(6) Check or Money Order payable to NC PAHA. 
(7) Negative Coggins Test dated within 12 months for each horse. Bring original to 

show. 
(8) Health Certificates for out of state horses must be dated within thirty days of the

Championship and Reserve ribbons for Training, First, 
Second will be awarded to the horse/rider combination with the highest average score from any 
two rides at each level. 
 
HIGH POINT ARABIAN AWARD:  To be awarded to the rider/PB or HA horse combination 
with the highest average from any two rides. 
 
ENTRIES:  Entries close May 15, 2010.  Entry forms must be complete and all fees MUST be 
included with entry form.  NO POST ENTRIES. 
 
DRESSAGE AREA:  Main ring footing is sand and limestone screenings.  Warmup area on the 
track is sand and limestone screenings.  Warmup area by back entrance is limestone screenings.  
Standard 20 meter X 60 meter ring. 
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RIDE TIMES:  Please send a self addressed stamped envelope, postcard or provide email 
address. The show secretary will have ride times at the show office after NOON Thursday. 
                 
NEGATIVE COGGINS TEST:  A photocopy of Negative Coggins test dated within one year 
of the show is required on all horses and should be included with each entry.  The original 
Coggins form should accompany the horse to the show and be presented to the office. 
 
HEALTH CERTIFICATES:  For all out-of-state horses must be dated within thirty days of the 
show and be presented at time of arrival.
