GENERAL INFORMATION 
 

TO ALL EXHIBITORS - The Pennsylvania Arabian Junior Amateur Games clinics, 
lessons and opportunity schooling show are open to junior exhibitors age 8 years and 
over and adult amateurs owning and/or showing Purebred, Half and Anglo Arabians.  
ANY EXCEPTION TO THE MINIMUM AGE MUST RECEIVE PRIOR APPROVAL 
AND MEET SHOW COMMITTEE CRITERIA.   
     Class A show entrants must be either adult amateurs or junior exhibitors.  All adult 
amateurs must present proof of a current USEF MEMBERSHIP CARD AND 
AMATEUR CARD or pay Non-Member fee and AMATEUR CERTIFICATION fee. 
Membership applications can be obtained at the Show Office.  For horse show purposes, 
the age of a child on December 1 shall be maintained throughout the entire show year.  
All exhibitors must present a current AHA COMPETITION CARD or pay the Non-
Member Fee. 
     An exhibitor may participate in the A-Rated show without participating in the clinics. 
 
FOOD & LODGING – Camper spaces including water and electric hookups are 
available; see fee schedule for options.  Lodging can be obtained at one of the fine local 
properties listed in the back of this prize list.  Showers are available on the grounds.  
Sandwiches, breakfast items, light snacks and drinks will be available for purchase on a 
limited schedule from Thursday PM to Sunday PM. 
 
CONDUCT – All participants are expected to conduct themselves as ladies and 
gentlemen at all times.  Acts of discourtesy or disobedience to the judges, instructors, 
show officials, grounds staff or fellow horsemen will be dealt with at the Games 
Management’s discretion and could lead to disqualification.  Anyone disqualified will 
leave the facility and NO fees or payments will be returned.  The use of any intoxicating 
beverages or drugs is prohibited and is cause for immediate disqualification.  Smoking is 
prohibited in and around the barns and where otherwise posted. 
 
MEDICAL – There will be licensed medical personnel at the grounds or on call. 
 
GROUNDS – PAJAG will have the use of the horse barns, the large arena and bleachers, 
four outdoor rings and grounds at the Diamond 7 Ranch..  Stalls may be occupied after 12 
noon on Thursday and must be vacated by 8 PM on Sunday. 
 
FEED, HAY &  SHAVINGS – All will be available on the show grounds.  Additional 
shavings can be purchased from the Stable Manager.  NO OTHER FORM OF BEDDING  
IS PERMITTED.   
 
SERVICES – A farrier will be on the grounds Friday, Saturday & Sunday during the A-
Rated show.  A veterinarian will be on the grounds or on call for the duration of the 
event.  Services will be available on a private fee basis.   
 
STABLING – Stalls will be available from Thursday Noon until Sunday evening.  Box 
stalls are permanent with metal gates. See fee schedule for prices.    NO STRAW IS 
PERMITTED.  Anyone using an unassigned stall will be charged a stall fee plus $20.00.  
Stall assignments are final unless changed by Stable Manager.  PLEASE NOTE: 
Microwaves, refrigerators and commercial-grade fans will not be permitted in the barns.

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RATED SHOW – RULES & REGULATIONS 
 

This horse show is conducted by the PA Arabian Horse Association Inc., (PAHA), in 
accordance with the US Equestrian Federation  Rule AR – Arabian Horse Division.  The 
official rule book of USEF will prevail for this show.  Each participant of this show is 
responsible for a knowledge of, and is subject to the USEF rules.  Every class offered 
herein which is covered by the rules and specifications of the current USEF Rule Book 
will be conducted and judged in accordance therewith.  Questions not covered by USEF 
rules will be decided by the show committee and its decision will be final.  This show 
will be run in conformance with the Code Of Ethics of the Arabian Horse Association 
Inc. (AHA).   
 
ENTRIES – Entries must be postmarked no later than June 15, 2010. 
   
REGISTRY REQUIREMENTS -  A copy of the registration certificate showing  proof of 
ownership must be submitted with the entry form at the time of making entry.  In case of 
a lessee, pending transfer, contract of sale, or cash sale, a copy of the registration 
certificate must be submitted, along with proof of lease or ownership and these 
documents must be attached to the copy of the registration certificate and must contain 
the correct registered name and number of the horse, date, and the signature of the seller 
or lessee.   
 
AMATEUR/JUNIOR OWNER ENTRIES -  Horses entered in amateur owner or junior 
owner classes must be registered in the name of the competitor or a member of the 
competitor’s family ( see USEF GR122).  Horses registered in a farm/ranch/syndicate/ 
partnership/corporation name may be shown in amateur owner classes provided the 
family is the sole owner of the farm/entity as defined by USEF GR122.  The sale of a 
horse does not eliminate this registration requirement.  Contracts of sale or bill of sale 
will not be accepted. 
 
NEGATIVE COGGINS AND HEALTH CERTIFICATES – A copy of 2010 Negative 
Coggins Certificate must be included with show entries.  Entrants should be prepared to 
show original at the office.  Out-of-state horses must present a health certificate signed by 
a licensed veterinarian within 30 days of the show to the Show Secretary. 
 
REFUSAL OF ENTRIES – The Show Committee reserves the right to itself of declining 
to receive any entry, and to return any entry fee and/or stable charges before or during the 
show, without being liable for compensation. 
 
NUMBER OF ENTRIES IN A CLASS – Four or more entries constitute a class.  If fewer 
than four enter a class, no prize money will be paid, and management reserves the right to 
cancel or combine in accordance with USEF rules. 
 
SHOW POST ENTRIES:  Show Post Entry Fee per horse after closing date - $25.00.   
 
CLASS POST ENTRIES: Post Entries must be made before the end of the preceding 
session.    For your convenience, you may start a show account by leaving a signed blank 
check at the office.  Prize money vouchers may be used against your show account.  If 
you start a show account and post enter a class that you later scratch or do not show in, 
you are still responsible for that fee.  Even exchanges for posts and scratches will be 
allowed, provided they are done at the same time and involve the same owner. 
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REFUNDS – Vet certificate is required in order to scratch a horse after the closing of 
entries.  In case of injury or illness of the horse before the start of the A-rated show, the 
certificate must be filed with the office prior to 8:00AM the first day the horse is to be 
shown in order to be eligible for a refund.  Scratches during the show require a vet 
certificate from the horse show veterinarian filed in the office prior to the class in which 
the horse is entered.  Refunds will be mailed within 30 days of the show.  Entry fees to be 
refunded but not stall, office, USEF/AHA fees. 
 

USEF Rule GR1301.7. The Board voted that beginning April 1st, 2005 
minors who do not have a valid drivers license which allows them to 
operate a motorized vehicle in the state in which they reside, will not be 
permitted to operate a motorized vehicle on the grounds of a recognized 
competition. This includes, but is not limited to, golf carts, motorcycles, 
scooters and farm utility vehicles. Penalties may include exclusion of the 
child, parents, guardians, and/or trainers from the competition grounds for 
the remainder of the competition and charges being filed against any of 
these individuals in accordance with Chapter VI. (Wheelchairs and other 
mobility assistance equipment for people with disabilities are exempt. 

 
USEF MEMBERSHIP RULE:  LIFE, SENIOR ACTIVE AND JUNIOR ACTIVE MEMBERS

LEVEL,DRESSAGE,REINING AND VAULTING COMPETITONS AND ENDURANCE 
RIDES.  A NON-MEMBER MAY PARTICIPATE AS A HANDLER, RIDER, DRIVER, 
OWNER, LESSEE, AGENT, COACH OR TRAINER AT REGULAR COMPETITIONS, 
EVENTING COMPETITIONS, DRESSAGE COMPETITIONS, REINING 
COMPETITIONS AND COMBINED DRIVING COMPETITIONS UPON PAYMENT OF A 
$30 NON-MEMBER REGISTRATION FEE.   PARTICIPANTS IN THE FOLLOWING 
CLASSES ARE EXEMPTED FROM THE REQUIREMENTS OF THIS RULE; 
1)LEADLINE;  2) EXHIBITIONS;  3) GAMES AND RACES;  4) CLASSES FOR 4H 
MEMBERS;  5) WALK TROT AND ACADEMY CLASSES (Academy classes are classes 
limited to horses used regularly in a lesson program);   6) USDF INTRODUCTORY TESTS, 
PAS DE DEUX AND QUADRILLE CLASSES; 7) NRHA ENDORSED REINING 
COMPETITIONS;  8) OPPORTUNITY CLASSES;   9) CITIZENS OF OTHER NATIONS 
WHO HAVE PROOF, IN ENGLISH, OF CURRENT MEMBERSHIP IN GOOD STANDING 
OF THEIR OWN NATIONAL FEDERATION, 10) USEA BEGINNER NOVICE DIVISION, 
AND 11) ASSISTANT HANDLERS IN DRESSAGE SPORT HORSE BREEDING CLASSES. 
(See GR901.9 of the Federation Rules.) 
 
GROUNDS FEES – Showing from trailers will be allowed at a fee of $30.00 per horse.  
Trailers shall park in the areas designated by Show Management.  NO HORSE MAY BE 
KEPT ON THE GROUNDS OVERNIGHT UNLESS STABLED.  
 
NON-NEGOTIABLE CHECKS  - Such checks will incur a service charge of $25.00 per 
check and will be handles in compliance with USEF rules. 
 
CALL FOR CLASSES/ TACK HOLDS – Show will run on a two minute gate.  Tack 
holds will be honored for back-to-back classes ONLY.  The office must be notified  
before the session begins. 
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PROTECTIVE HEADGEAR – Except as may be otherwise mandated by local law, all 
Juniors riding in Hunter, Jumper, and Hunter Seat Equitation sections must wear properly 
fitting protective headgear passing or surpassing current applicable ASTM/SEI standards 
with harness secured while riding anywhere on the competition grounds.  Any rider 
violating this rule at any time must immediately be prohibited from further riding until 
such headgear is properly in place.  Any exhibitor may wear protective headgear in any 
division or class without penalty from the judge.  Except as may be mandated by local 
law, the Federation strongly encourages all riders to wear protective headgear passing or 
surpassing current applicable ASTM/SEI standards with harness secured while riding 
anywhere on the competition grounds.  It is the responsibility of the rider, or the parent or 
guardian or trainer of the junior exhibitor to see to it that the headgear worn complies 
with appropriate safety standards for protective headgear intended for equestrian use, and 
is properly fitted and in good condition, and the Federation,  Show Committee, and 
Licensed Officials are not responsible for checking headgear worn for such compliance. 
 
PROTESTS – All protests will be in accordance with USEF GR602. 
 
RINGS AND FOOTING -  Indoor ring is 260’ X 118’ – sand & soil.  Outside warmup 
ring is 310’ x 140’ – limestone sand, all weather footing.  Outdoor hunter and dressage 
rings are each 310’ x 150’ – limestone sand, all weather footing. 
 
STALLIONS – Stallions may be shown by ladies and junior exhibitors age 11 and over 
and are eligible to participate in any classes except Lead Line and Walk-Trot 10 & Under 
 
WALK TROT 10 & UNDER and Lead Line exhibitors are exempt from USEF and AHA 
membership requirements as long as they only exhibit in classes designated as Walk Trot 
and/or Lead Line.  Attendants will be permitted in these classes. 
 
APPROACHING A JUDGE – No exhibitor shall approach a judge with regard to a 
decision unless he FIRST obtains permission from the STEWARD who shall arrange and 
appointment with the JUDGE at the proper time and place.  No exhibitor has the right to 
inspect the judge’s card without the judge’s permission. 
 
SCHOOLING – There will be NO SCHOOLING of show horses in the arena on Friday 
during scheduled clinic time.  During late evening schooling time, any juniors schooling 
should have an adult present. 
 
INDEMNITY AND RESPONSIBILITY – All entries are accepted with the 
understanding that neither PAHA, the Diamond 7 Ranch, the Show, the Show 
Committee, nor any Show Official will be held responsible for any loss, damage, or 
injury to any horse exhibited or any article of any kind.  All horses shall be under the 
control and direction of the Show Committee but solely at the risk of the exhibitor, who 
will be responsible for any loss, damage or injury to any person, animal or property 
occasioned by him, and the exhibitor shall indemnify the above mentioned parties against 
any and all loss, damages and liability thus occasioned, including, but not limited to, any 
and all legal costs, including attorney fees, which may be incurred as a result thereof.  
The submitting of any entry form to the Show shall constitute an acceptance by each 
person signing same of the provisions herein set forth.
