Current USEF Rules will be followed!   Management reserves the right to 
cancel, combine or split classes as necessary.  Judge’s decision is final.  Show 
management will settle all disputes.  Riders in the Main Ring Walk-Trot 
classes may not enter any classes that require a canter or lope.  Class 
changes will be charged $1 each if not completed at least 5 classes 
ahead of time.  Hard hats are required for all riders 17 & under in all Hunter 
classes.  English classes are open to Hunter Seat & Saddleseat styles.  Halter 
& Showmanship Championships are free to the 1st and 2nd place horses in 
each qualifying class only (and don’t have to be entered).  Performance 
championships in the Main Ring are $10 each and must be entered.  Horses 
shown in any qualifying class are eligible for Championships, regardless of 
placing or not.  Hunter Division Championships are total points 
championships and are not to be entered or run as a class, but announced 
over the PA system. Current Negative Coggins test required!  Food will be 
available on the grounds.  NO REFUNDS!
